LEITER OF AGREEMENT

EFFECTIVE: June 1. 2011

SUB.JECT: AIRPORT EMERGENCY PROCEDURES

I. PURPOSE: This agreement defines responsibilities and operational procedures for Columbia
ATC Tower and Columbia Airport Fire-Rescue Department (AFR) in response to emergencies as
defined in this Letter of Agreement.

2. CANCELLATION: Columbia Metropolitan Airport and Columbia Tower Letter of
Agreement dated June 21. 20 IO.

3. RESPONSIBILITIES: All parties shall be responsible for those actions and procedures
designated to them in this Letter of Agreement.

4. DEFINITIONS:

a. Alert I - Local Stand-by: Aircraft approaching the airport is in minor difficulty (i.e.,
featht.-rcdpropeller, oil leak, etc.). AFR emergency equipment and personnel are on standby at
the station for further instructions.

b. Alert 2 - Aircraft approaching the airport is in major difficulty (i.e., engine on tire,
faulty landing gear, no hydraulic pressure, etc.). AFR emergency equipment shall proceed to
predetermined locations to await development of the potential emergency.

e. Alert 3 - Aircraft accident on or near the airport and AFR emergency equipment shall
proceed immediately to the scene.

d. All other emergencies will be referred to in plain text as follows:

(I) Fire Emergency

(2) Medical Emergency

(3) Hazardous Material Spills/Accidents

(4) Natural Disaster Response

(5) Bomb Threat
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(6) Hijacking
